o Spending money 
o Swimsuits

o Baseball gloves/footballs/sporting equipment/fishing poles and gear 

• If more than two members are attending from a chapter: 
o Sleeping bag/air mattress/sheets/blankets/pillows for each additional member 

• For members/advisors staying in the bunkhouse, bring sheets/blankets/pillows for a twin
